I nvestigation of the problemindicates that it occurs only under |ight
throttle conditions. Heavy throttle upshifts are nornal.

Experience indicates that the condition is due to the transni ssion vacuum
supply being too high at |ow engine RR Causing insufficient transm ssion
control pressure to apply the front servo and band.

It has been found that some recent production stock of carburetor to mani -
fold cover gaskets have abnormal swelling characteristics causing a parti al
closing of the transm ssion bal anced vacuum supply. Wth this condition
occurring at a | ow engine RPM transm ssion control vacuumis above produc-
tion tol erances.

Renove the carburetor and gasket fromthe manifold and i nspect the gasket
for any abnornal swelling at the transm ssion control vacuum groove and
port area.

I nspect the carburetor and nanifold cover nounting flanges for proper
mati ng surfaces. Only extrene uneveness or chi pped areas shoul d af f ect
this condition.

Reinstall the carburetor using a new gasket, Part Nunber 3108576, or
3143932 (Zone Stock Itens). (The four 3/16" dianeter holes in gasket,
Part Nunber 3108576, wall not affect operati on.

Properly adjust idle speed and m xture control s.

Road test car through several conplete light throttle upshifts in the
D1 range.

If slippage still exists, adjust the sol enoid and vacuumcontrol closer to

the transm ssion case. Adjustnent should be nmade on a half turn basis,road
testing between adjustrments to deternmine the point of acceptable |evel.

THE RANGE OF ADJUSTMENT CF THE SCLENA D AND VACUUM CONTRCL HAS BEEN
REMI SED FROM 5/ 16" TO 13/ 32".
